Buyer Incentive Plan:

______I. Show Potential Puppy (full registration): Price: $3000.  An incentive fund of $500 from within the purchase price will be put into place for anyone purchasing a puppy as Show potential.  The refunds must be presented by the time the said dog is 24 months of age. Once the said dog passes 24 months except for OFA Hips and Elbows and no older than age 26 months, all refunds will no longer be valid.

· AKC or Canadian Championship: $200 refund

· Canine Good Citizen (CGC) and/or Therapy Dog title: $50 refund/$25 for each

· Puppy Kindergarten or Obedience classes: $25 refund

· MCOA Specialty Placement, 1st – 4th: $50 refund

· Health Testing: OFA Hips or Penn Hip, OFA Elbows, CERF, Cystinuria, Cardiac,  Patellas, and Thyroid : $175 Refund  or ($25 for each certificate completed)

A. CO-OWNERSHIP for SHOW POTENTIAL PUPPY’S:

The Buyer agrees to co-own the Mastiff with the Breeder until the Mastiff is finished with the championship or the Mastiff reaches the age of two years and has had all of the testing done as outlined above.   The Breeder will receive no further compensation for the Mastiff for the privilege of co-ownership except any outlined in this contract. 

B. SHOW POTENTIAL GUARANTEE:

a. This Mastiff is being sold as a show potential animal. The Buyer agrees to make a reasonable attempt to train and show the Mastiff in AKC licensed shows. The Mastiff is guaranteed against hip and elbow dysplasia, excluding DJD grade I, and any hereditary eye or heart defect which would preclude the Mastiff from receiving a CERF certificate. If this Mastiff should prove not to be show quality due to a proven congenital or hereditary defect and the Buyer provides proof that the Mastiff has been spayed/neutered by a licensed veterinarian, the Breeder will, at the Buyers option and at Breeder’s discretion 
1. Refund the amount equal to the difference between the show price stated above and the pet price of $_____________ $______________ 00/100 dollars (Buyer may keep the Mastiff) 

2. The Buyer may purchase a second show potential Mastiff at the pet price of $_____________  00/100 dollars (Buyer may keep the Mastiff). 

3.  Or, the Buyer may return the Mastiff and the Breeder/Seller will replace the Mastiff with another show potential Mastiff of equal value and the Mastiff may still be unaltered. 

                          *Guarantees are voided if above Mastiff has been bred.


b. Breeding rights on the Male puppies: Breeder reserves shared breeding rights to all male show potential puppies.  Breeder will pay for collection fees and storage of semen for breeder’s use from the above named puppy. Said semen will be signed over to the breeder at the time of collection for the purpose of maintaining the line in the breeder’s breeding program.  The above named puppy will not be neutered until the puppy has been evaluated for conformation, health tested and collected for storage, unless agreed upon in writing.  Once collection(s) have been completed, the owner may neuter the said puppy if agreed upon by breeder and owner in writing.  
_______II. Pet Quality Puppy Purchase: Price: $2500, Limited Registration-no breeding or showing rights: An incentive fund of $500 from the purchase price will be put into place for anyone purchasing a puppy as a Pet on Limited Registration.  The refunds must be presented in writing no later than said dog is 24 months of age.  Once the said dog passes 24 months except for OFA Hips and Elbows, all refunds will no longer be valid.

· Spay or Neuter by 14 months of age: $250 refund, must send spay/neuter certificate

· Puppy Kindergarten or Obedience classes: $25 refund

· Canine Good Citizen (CGC) and/or Therapy Dog (TD) titles: $100/ or $50 for each certificate

· Health Testing: OFA Hips, Elbows, CERF, Cystinuria: $100 refund, ($25 for each certificate)

A. PET QUALITY GUARANTEE: The Mastiff is being sold as a pet and is guaranteed against any defects which would preclude the Mastiff from functioning as a family pet. The Mastiff is guaranteed against hip and elbow dysplasia until the age of thirty months and, for life, for genetic eye defects which would cause blindness. If the Mastiff is found to have an OFA hip rating of moderate or severe, OFA elbow rating of bilateral ununited anconeal process, or bilateral DJD grade III, or become blind due to a hereditary defect, at Breeder’s discretion, Breeder will, upon return of the Mastiff either replace the Mastiff with another of greater value, or allow the Buyer to keep the Mastiff and purchase another pet quality Mastiff at a reduced price; or refund a percentage of the original purchase price. This guarantee is not valid if the Buyer violates any other section of this contract and does not do the testing as outlined in the Pet Quality Health Testing incentives.

B. CHANGE OF STATUS (PET QUALITY to SHOW-BREEDING POTENTIAL):

The Breeder reserves the right to retain the AKC papers until proof of spaying/neutering is received. Should the Buyer decide that they would like to show or breed the Mastiff at a later date, the Breeder may, at Breeder’s discretion, allow the Buyer to sign a Show Contract, pay the difference between pet and show price, and pay for the cost of transferring the limited registration paper to a full registration. No transfers will be made until the Mastiff is evaluated by the Breeder or Breeder's agent as a show potential Mastiff, and the Mastiff has had at the least, the preliminary OFA hips and elbows done and are evaluated as good or excellent by the OFA. The CERF and thyroid exams must also be current and within passing limits. The Breeder strongly encourages the Buyer to have the Mastiff OFA Heart and Patella certified at the age of one (1) year.
III.  PUPPY BEST INTEREST:

This puppy has been purchased for the purpose of (pet/companion) (breeding/show), and will not be used for any purpose not in the best interest and welfare of the mastiff breed or of the individual said dog.  A female will not be bred prior to twenty-two (22) months of age.  Neither male nor female will be bred to any mastiff of lesser quality, dogs other than an English Mastiff, or one that is not registered with the American Kennel Club or Canadian Kennel Club.

IV. NAMING YOUR PUPPY:

 Purchasers agree to use the prefix, “Goldrush” at the beginning of the puppy’s AKC registered name.  You may use a combination of 26 letters and/or Roman Numerals to officially name your puppy with regards to GOLDRUSH as the prefix.

V. AKC and MICROCHIP REGISTRATION:

The Buyer agrees to register the Mastiff with the American Kennel Club (AKC) within sixty (60) days of receipt of the registration application (blue slip) or sooner if the blue slip expires before 60 days of receipt thereof.  The Buyer agrees to send a copy of the registration certificate to the Breeder within ten days of receipt from the AKC. The Buyer agrees to register the microchip number of the Mastiff with an appropriate recovery agency and to send a copy of the registry conformation to the Breeder within ten days of receipt.

VI.  PUPPY WELLNESS:

You puppy will be sold with vaccination records, worming dates, an implanted microchip and be free of PRA based on normal parentage.   To the best of the breeder’s knowledge, the puppy will be in good health and free of any symptoms of contagious disease at the time of sale.  A licensed veterinarian will have examined the puppy prior to the date of sale.  Any and all medical treatments after the date of sale become the sole responsibility of the purchaser.  The puppy is to be taken to a licensed veterinarian within 5 days of purchase, and if the puppy is found to be unfit because of congenital disabilities or disease, the puppy must be returned immediately to the breeder. Purchaser may then choose another puppy of equal value (if one is available from that litter) or be refunded the purchase price in full upon confirmation of the puppy’s diagnosis by the breeder’s licensed veterinarian.  The breeder is not responsible for reimbursements of any expenses (i.e. veterinary exam, etc.) to the purchaser other than the purchase price of the puppy.

VII. GENETIC MALFORMATIES:: 

If prior to one (1) year from the date of birth, a structural problem of proven genetic nature arises that renders the puppy unfit for the purpose intended, as determined by two (2) licensed veterinarians (one chosen by purchaser and one chosen by the breeder), one of the following will apply after all x-rays and veterinary records are sent to the breeder:

(1) Puppy will be immediately returned to the breeder and a puppy of equal value will be given at first availability.

(2) Purchaser will keep the puppy and the seller will refund the difference between pet and show quality (if the puppy was purchased for show/breeding) within 90 days if proof of spay/neuter is provided to breeder within that time period.

(3) In the unfortunate event of the death of the puppy, a full and complete autopsy report must be sent to the breeder by a licensed canine pathology lab and the attending licensed veterinarian for the breeder to be able to replace the puppy.  This report must prove that death was caused by a genetic fault.

(4) None of the above will apply if the puppy develops problems from past or recent injury(s), neglect, negligence, or over nutrition.

Over Nutrition includes but is not limited to the feeding of “growth formula’s, puppy chows, and nutritional supplements, (i.e. calcium supplements)” to the mastiff puppy.

       (5) This puppy is not guaranteed against:

            a. HOD (hypertrophic osteodystrophy)

            b. OCD (osteochondritis dessicans)

            c. Pano (panosteitis)

            d. any non-genetic disease of the joints or bones

*Bone ailments can be a result of poor nutrition, over feeding, over supplementation and/or excessive exercise or rough play.

VIII.  SHIPPING: 

In the case of the puppy being shipped to the buyer, the buyer assumes all risks and expenses of shipping which includes a crate, airfare, and health certificate (approximately $450.)  The breeder will take every precaution to ensure that the puppy arrives safely at its destination.  All attempts will be made to schedule non stop airline flights to reduce stress and travel time while the puppy is in transit.  

IX. LIFETIME RETURN POLICY:

 If for whatever reason at any time during the dog’s life, the buyer cannot, or does not wish to maintain custody of the dog, the ownership shall revert directly back to the breeder.  At no time may the dog be resold, traded, leased, or given to a third party with out the express written permission of the breeder.  No excuses shall be valid for failure to comply with this agreement.  Should the buyer relinquish custody of the dog to anyone other than the breeder without written consent, the original buyer shall pay to the breeder the sum equal to two (2) times the original purchase price of the dog as determined by this contract for breech of this contract.

X.  BREEDER RESPONSIBILITIES:

a.) A puppy in good health with up to date vaccinations, worming, and a veterinarian certificate of health with records.

b.) A puppy that is microchipped.

c.) A five generation pedigree.
d.) Copies of health testing of sire and dam of puppy (including but not limited to):  OFA hips/elbows, PRA , Thyroid, Cystinuria, von Willebrand’s, Cardiac, Fluffy Coat Test, CERF, and Patella’s. 

e.) Information and instructions regarding the care, feeding, and training of your puppy.

f.) AKC registrations papers within 4 weeks of sale.

g.) Contact and support in the care and well being of your puppy as well as suggestions and recommendations based on the breeder’s experience.

h.) Recommendation that you and your puppy begin attending a basic obedience class (Puppy Kindergarten) by the time the puppy is 4 months old.

XI. BUYER RESPONSIBILITIES (please initial each)
___ a. Provide quality care of the mastiff puppy and follow the basic feeding guidelines and recommendations provided by the breeder.

___b. Keep the mastiff puppy vaccinated and free of parasites and provide common sense health care.

___c. Notify the breeder of any health, training, or temperament problems immediately.

___d.  The mastiff shall not be used in a back yard breeding or puppy mill operation, nor shall any offspring of the dog be knowingly sold, traded, leased, or given to pet shops, laboratories, or any individual or organization whose intent is to re-sell, trade, lease, or give the puppies for any such purpose.

___e.  The mastiff puppy/dog is not to be trained as a professional guard or attack dog.

___f.  The buyer agrees to provide a suitable home for the mastiff puppy/dog.  This puppy is sold as a house pet or show dog and is to be kept and cared for as such.  This dog is not to be chained, tied or kenneled outside.  This puppy must not be allowed to roam unsupervised and must be kept in a manner to prevent it from being abused or teased in any way.

XII. BREACH OF CONTRACT:

 In the event of breech of this contract by the buyer, the buyer agrees that the breeder will repossess the mastiff puppy/dog immediately without any monetary reimbursement to the buyer. Should litigation become necessary to enforce the terms of this contract, the contract will be governed by the laws of the State of California, and litigation will take place in the Jurisdiction of Riverside County, California.

The intent of this contract is not to limit or restrict the buyer, but to protect each individual mastiff sold by Goldrush Mastiffs.
