I. Handling:

1. All dogs will be shown personally by me unless there are scheduling difficulties that cannot be managed.  In this case, another experienced person, familiar with the dog, will replace the contracted handler at no additional cost.  Conflicts are minimized by limiting clients to a maximum of 10 dogs and an average of 5 dogs at any show.

2. All dogs will receive equal treatment to the best of my ability, but in case of a scheduling conflict, priority generally will be assigned on the basis of length of contract and status of dog in achieving a set goal.  In all cases, the handler’s judgment regarding which dog takes priority is the final word.

3. All handling fees and costs are due on an agreed upon schedule.  The owner will make arrangements to pay at the end of the show weekend, or bi-weekly.  No dogs will be released to the owner until the bill is paid in full.

4. Entries will be made by the owner except in such cases as the owner specifically turns that duty over to the handler, in which case the owner will be billed for entry fees, including fax or phone charges and provide a major credit card for billing purposes.

5. Any cancellation or withdrawal of the dog by the owner after entries close may be subject to full payment of handling fees and entry fees.

6. At the time of contract signing, owner and handler will agree upon goals for the dog’s show career.  This may be to achieve a championship, a group placement, or national ranking.  The goal may be revised during the course of the contract, but only with agreement of both parties.

7. The owner agrees to hold the handler harmless for any accidental injury or loss of the dog incurred during the normal function of boarding, traveling, or handling.

8. Expenses, including mileage, housing and meals are charged on an average basis and divided among the traveling dogs.  This amount is predetermined per trip and added to the bill.

9. Show pictures will be taken only if points are won by the dog.  Please advise handler if you want any other pictures taken in addition to WD, WB, BOW, BOS, BOB or Best Puppy.

10. All ribbons and trophies will be handed over to the owner of said dog any monetary awards will be kept by the handler.

11.  Dogs will be shown for at least 10 shows, if no points have been awarded or the dog is not showing the potential it was thought to have, the owner and/or handler can reconsider the future of the dog as a show dog.  At anytime during the dog’s show career the owner may drop the contract as long as a courtesy notice is given before a scheduled show.

12. As a professional courtesy it is requested that when a championship is attained on said dog under my handling that you place an ad in the following month’s national dog show magazine and/or the Mastiff Club of America bi-annual journal.

13. For dogs that are being picked up ringside please have them ready to go into the ring with show choke on and grooming completed.

II. Vaccinations and Veterinary Care:

1. All dogs must have proof from a veterinarian that all vaccinations are current including a Rabies vaccination as well as a current Bordetella within the last 6 months of showing.  All dogs must be on flea control:  Interceptor, Advantage, Frontline or a similar heartworm/multi-worming program.  A copy of the dog’s veterinary records should accompany the dog’s first handling session so information can be on file for transport.

2. In the event the said dog becomes ill or needs veterinary attention, I reserve the right to determine if the services of a veterinarian are required.   Attempts will be made to contact owner at that time.  All vet fees will be billed to the owner. If said dog is in grave condition and needs to be euthanized based on veterinary recommendation, then all attempts will be made to contact owner and the power of attorney will be given to me, the handler.

III.  Boarding:

1. If dogs are to be left with handler, please have them bathed before dropping them off unless bathing arrangements have been made in advance.

2. Please bring dog’s personal food including medications and/or supplements if the dog should need them.

3. A single toy is acceptable to leave with the dog.

4. Please leave a well fitting show choke and regular collar and leash with your dog for transport purposes.  All items will be returned when dog is picked up.
